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SPEED CONTROILL PROGRAM

The Neighborhood Traffic Management Program (NTMP) is a comprehensive approach to identifying and
addressing traffic problems in residential neighborhoods. The goal is to improve neighborhood quality of life by
implementing “Traffic Calming” measures to reduce cut-through and excessive vehicular speeding on
neighborhood streets. The Speed Control Program is part of the NTMP that is designed to specifically address
speeding problems with the use of speed cushions.

An application to the NTMP Speed Control Program may be made by one or more property owners or residents
within a project area, or by an authorized representative of a neighborhood association. A completed
application is required before the Department will review it to determine eligibility for further consideration.

The enclosed petition form can be used to indicate
support; additional copies can be made if necessary. Please note that this support is for participation in the
program not for a particular traffic calming plan.

Funding Information

Applicants can privately fund their project or request to receive public funding assistance.

If the program will be privately funded, the applicant is responsible for all costs associated with the project,
including planning, mailing, engineering, and construction of approved devices. Privately funded projects are
required to follow the same process and requirements as set forth in the Code of Ordinance Article XV.

Requests for public funding assistance will be prioritized based on need and amount of public funds available. If
public funding is granted, the Department will conduct all traffic studies as needed, and provide engineering and
planning support.
